Psalm Chapter 110 – Whose Son Is The Christ? 
When I was a kid, my mom crocheted a multi-colored vest for me. She said that I made this vest for you. After I put it on, it was still a 

vest and I was still me:100% vest & 100% me. It is a weird way to describe the eternal Christ in the human body of Jesus. David will 

offer us amazering prophecies of Jesus the Christ. Jesus himself will ask the rhetorical question of “Whose Son Is The Christ?” 

 
the ORGINAL Son, the 3-in-1  

Eternal Christ – v. 1 
(Psalm 110:1; Matthew 22:41-46; Mark 12:35-37; Luke 20:41-44; Acts 2:34, 35; Hebrews 1:13) 
Psalm 110:1 {A Psalm of David.} The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make 

thine enemies thy footstool.  

Mark 12:36 For David himself said by the Holy Ghost, The LORD said to my 

Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool. 37 David 

therefore himself calleth him Lord; and whence is he then his son? And the 

common people heard him gladly. 
 

Eternal I Am 
Exodus 3:14 And God said unto Moses, I AM THAT I AM: and he said, 

Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, I AM hath sent me unto you. 

John 8:58 Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before 

Abraham was, I am.  

Mark 14:61 But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him, Art thou the 

Christ, the Son of the Blessed? 62 And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting 

on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven. 

Hebrews 5:5 So also Christ glorified not himself to be made an high priest; 

but he that said unto him, Thou art my Son, to day have I begotten thee.  
Hebrews 5:5 Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering 

thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared me: (Psalm 40:6 in the Septuagint)

1. Bow The Knee to Christ – vs. 2-6 

a. Jesus Christ is Lord 

Psalm 110:2 The LORD shall send the rod of thy strength out of Zion: rule 

thou in the midst of thine enemies. 3 Thy people shall be willing in the day of 

thy power, in the beauties of holiness from the womb of the morning: thou hast 

the dew of thy youth. 5 The Lord at thy right hand shall strike through kings 

in the day of his wrath. 6 He shall judge among the heathen, he shall fill the 

places with the dead bodies; he shall wound the heads over many countries 

Philippians 2:9-11 

b. Testimonies:  

Peter “And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son 

of the living God.” Matt 16:16 
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Samaritans: “And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy 

saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the 

Christ, the Saviour of the world.” John 4:42 

Ethiopian: “And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou 

mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of 

God.”

2. Bow Your Heart to Christ – v. 7 then 4 

a. Daily Yielding the Word – v. 7 

Psalm 110:7 He shall drink of the brook in the way: therefore shall he lift up 

the head.  

From the Brook Kidron to the Cross to the Resurrection to the Throne 

Mark 8:34-37  And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples 

also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny 

himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will save his 

life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the 

gospel's, the same shall save it. For what shall it profit a man, if he shall 

gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? Or what shall a man give in 

exchange for his soul?  

b. Daily Prayer Because of Christ – v. 4 
Psalm 110:4 The LORD hath sworn, and will not repent, Thou art a priest 

for ever after the order of Melchizedek. Hebrews 5:3 Without father, 

without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of 

life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually. 6 As he 

saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of 

Melchisedec. 

1 Timothy 2:5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and 

men, the man Christ Jesus; 1 Peter 5:7 Casting all your cares upon him, 

for he careth for you. 
 

1 John 5:12 He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life. 

Romans 10:9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt 

believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be 

saved. 10 For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the 

mouth confession is made unto salvation. 13 For whosoever shall call upon the 

name of the Lord shall be saved.
